Requirements:

1. Create your own personal “trading cards” of Greek gods, half-gods and heroes.

2. Each card must contain:

· Side 1

· Picture of god, half god or hero

· Name of god, half god, or hero
· Side 2

· Written description of god.  This may include:

· What it does (role and purpose) – The Greek God of …
· Strengths

· Weaknesses
· Symbols, Possessions
· Story of origin

· Realm or habitat

· Any other information

· Symbol for suit, if used
3. Oral presentation – show your cards to a small group and tell the story of your favorite god.
Grading – cards will be graded on quality.

· Quality

· /5 - colorful, detailed, neat artwork

· /10 - detailed and neat written description that contains the most important information about that god, and shows that you have read information about him or her.
